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Swimming

e Is there a beach on the property, is it safe for swimming, diving?

e What type of beach is available: sand, pebble, grass, rock?

¢ Is the water shallow or deep

e |Is the beach safe for novice swimmers and children?

e |Is swimming equipment supplied: life jackets, floating mattresses, pool
noodles, inner tubes?

Enjoying Nature

e What can you do in the area, sightseeing, campgrounds, hiking trails,
national and provincial parks?

e Is there a tourist information center nearby?

e How likely are you to see wildlife in the area; are there any precautions
you should take?

e What is the view like; can you see sunrise or sunset from the dock?

e s outdoor furniture supplied for the dock or patio?

How Equipped is the Property

e Is the kitchen equipped with appliances, pots pans, plates and cutlery?

e Are pets allowed on the property?

e What are the check-in and checkout times?

e When and where can you pick up the keys to the property?

e Are life jackets available: how many and what size?

e Are there fire extinguishers and smoke detectors?

e |Is there an alarm system; what is the code?

e Is there a bonfire pit to make safe campfires?

e Are campfires allowed in the area?

e How far is the nearest hospital or clinic?

e |Is there a “contact list” in case of repairs or damage?

e In case of fire, security, or medical emergency, whom should you call?
